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Polling data repeatedly shows that healthcare affordability is the number one issue that state residents, on both sides of
the political aisle, want their policymakers to work on. This checklist identifies areas where Alaska is doing well and areas
where it can improve.

1. CurB Excess HEALTHCARE PRICES:

+ Implement free, public-facing healthcare price transparency that reflects negotiated rates and
features treatment- and provider-specific prices.

+ Create an all-payer or multi-payer claims database to analyze healthcare price inflation, price
variation and utilization.

The federal No Surprises Act prohibits surprise medical billing in most plans effective January 2022. However,

it does not cover ground ambulances which often result in surprise bills. States can still implement protections
in this area—68% of ground ambulance rides in AK charged to commercial insurance plans had the potential for
surprise medical billing. AK had a small sample size [222] compared to other states, so interpret percentage with
caution.
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
