90% of respondents said that they believe the government should cap out-of-pocket costs 
for life-saving medications, such as insulin, including 91% of Republican respondents, 91% 
of Democrat respondents, and 88% of unaffiliated respondents. 

90% of respondents said that they believe the government should require insurers to 
provide up-front cost estimates to consumers , including 90% of Republican respondents, 
91% of Democrat respondents, and 88% of unaffiliated respondents. 

89% of respondents said that they believe the government should authorize the Attorney 
General to take legal action to prevent price gouging or unfair prescription drug price hikes , 
including 89% of Republican respondents, 89% of Democrat respondents, and 88% of 
unaffiliated respondents.
