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92% of respondents said that they believe the government should require hospitals and
doctors to provide up-front patient cost estimates, including 90% of Republican
respondents, 93% of Democrat respondents, and 92% of unaffiliated respondents.

91% of respondents agreed that the government should require drug companies to provide
advanced notice of price increases and information to justify those increases, including
91% of Republican respondents, 90% of Democrat respondents, and 93% of unaffiliated
respondents.

91% of respondents said that they believe the government should authorize the Attorney
General to take legal action to prevent price gouging or unfair prescription drug price
increases, including 89% of Republican respondents, 92% of Democrat respondents, and
94% of unaffiliated respondents.

88% of respondents said that they believe the government should establish standard
payments to hospitals for specific procedures, including 85% of Republican respondents,
89% of Democrat respondents, and 89% of unaffiliated respondents.

87% of respondents said that they believe the government should strengthen policies to
drive more competition in health care markets in order to improve choice and access,
including 87% of Republican respondents, 87% of Democrat respondents, and 88% of
unaffiliated respondents.
