Based on a review of 41 NFP evaluation studies, Dr. 
Ted Miller of the Pacific Institute for Research and 
Evaluation predicts that nationwide every dollar 
invested in NFP will yield a return on investment to 
government of $2.90 and to society of $6.40.

FUNDING AND POLITICAL 
CONTEXT 
The Duke Endowment, BlueCross 
BlueShield of SC Foundation, and 
SC First Steps to School Read-
iness led the effort to establish 
Nurse-Family Partnership in the 
state, and were the leading state-
wide funding partners initially.

Over time, Children’s Trust of SC, 
SC Department of Health and 
Human Services, Boeing Company, 
and other local foundations and 

community partners 
provided additional 

financial support 
and leadership to 
expand NFP in the 

state.
